The U.S. Army recognizes that education is an essential component and important building block for the future of today’s youth. From internships to test-prep tools, the Army and other organizations have created a wealth of education programs and resources for teachers, coaches, school administrators and community groups as well as Soldiers and their families for use in the classroom, schools and enrichment activities. These resources include science and math enhancement, engineering competitions, internships, leadership development, information about scholarships and a computer-based test readiness program developed by a respected third-party. These programs are not used for military recruiting purposes and are developed and supported across a number of commands within the Army. The following represent the education and training programs available to students and Soldiers.

ABERDEEN SCIENCE AND MATH ACADEMY (SMA)
The Science and Mathematics Academy at Aberdeen High School is a school‐within‐a‐school magnet program that provides academically talented students with educational experiences that integrate science, technology, engineering and mathematics beyond the traditional advanced program.
